MAY 15, 2011

Sonja Jenkins, RN gave an update on Novo Nordisk NovoDose application that can be installed on mobile devises like iPhone, iPod Touch, or iPad,  This is a dosing guide for the Novo Nordisk insulin analogs.

Fred Ammons, Director of Health Information Technology Initiatives, Community Health Works (CHW), explained CHW’s role as Central Georgia’s HIT Regional Extension Center resource.  CHW covers 23 counties providing free technical assistance to priority primary care providers to assist them in reaching Meaningful Use and in receiving their incentive payments.  He provided a brochure explaining the roadmap to Meaningful Use.  CHW works with CGHN providers and the CGHN Health Information Exchange. 


Dr. Julian Earls provided the President’s Report.  On May 3, 2011, Dr. Earls attended the Black Pages Business Expo networking event hosted by Alex Habersham.  All 4 Macon Mayoral candidates were present at this event held at La Paeda.  MGMS displayed and handed out MGMS brochures to exhibitors.  Mr. Habersham has dedicated the editorial section of the Macon-Middle Black Pages to MGMS African-American Physicians free of charge.  Dr. Earls also attended the Northeast Health Science Magnet High School Community Board Meeting May 9, 2011 representing MGMS.  Dr. Earls moderated the MGMS Town Hall Meeting on Health Care in Black America held at Lizzie Chapel Baptist Church on May 14, 2011 with Center Hill and Union Baptist Churches.  The provider panel included Dr. Debbie Byron, Dr. Obi Emerole,        Dr. Angela Hale, Dr. Don Heacock, Dr. Obioha Okoro, Dr. Brian Scott, Dr. Cherinor Sillah, and 
Dr. Franc Wallace who answered health care questions from the audience.  All 3 ministers of the represented churches were in attendance.  The town hall meetings will rotate among the 3 churches and will rotate panelists.

The CEO’s Report was given by Dr. Warren Hutchings and he discussed the Year 1 Review of the HealthMPowers/Pfizer/MGMS Partnership Empowering Healthy Choices 3 Year Pilot Program at Bernd, Burdell-Hunt, Jones, and King-Danforth Elementary Schools.  On April 27, 2011, there was a press release in Atlanta, Georgia about the program that involves 4 MGMS physicians, Dr. Julian Earls, Dr. Michael Early, Dr. Warren Hutchings, and Dr. Cornell Peters.  Detailed data on program progress from the schools and students will be available Fall 2011.  Three PowerPoint
presentations were given during the 2010-2011 academic year by MGMS physicians including
Obesity in America, Mission Nutrition: Reading Food Labels, and FITNESSGRAM: Fitness Assessment in Georgia.  These physician talks have lead children to increase exercise, lose weight, and encouraged family plus school staff to live healthier lifestyles with students.
