Adrienne Mims, MD MPH, Quality Improvement Medical Director, Alliant/GMCF, presented Using Medications Safely in Seniors.  Dr. Mims discussed her role to improve the quality of care provided to Medicare beneficiaries in Georgia.  She discussed the common occurrence of medication errors with approximately 1.5 million patients injured annually.  The cost of 
adverse drug events and reactions are estimated to be 1.5 billion dollars annually.  With the advent of EMR, medication reconciliation is a powerful tool for physicians to prevent errors.
Medication adherence is poor with 20-30% of prescriptions never getting filled.  Dr. Mims
advised physicians to establish a system for drug monitoring and to start low and slow in the
elderly taking medications.  She also encouraged physicians to provide elderly patients with a
Personal Health Record (PHR), medication reconciliation list, and medication instructions.
